CAMPER RELEASE POLICY

A. No camper will be released to a person other than their natural parent or legal guardian unless written permission is received from the parent/guardian.  In the case of court orders prohibiting release of camper to one of the natural parents, a copy of the court order is required to be submitted to the camp office prior to the beginning of camp.

B. All arrangements to pick up a child mid-session for a short time (i.e. open house at middle school, final in a sports tournament) must be made with Executive Director prior to beginning of session.

C. If a parent informs us that they will pick up camper to leave more than 48 hours prior to end of session (i.e. to go to another camp, go on vacation etc), child will be placed on waiting list until all other children have been placed.

D. Absentees:  For campers who “no-show” (do not show up and no phone call or other message was received from them), Executive Directors will wait until after dinner of registration day to call family to verify absence.

This will be noted in permanent file of camper.
