Walkie-Talkies are kept at the Overnight tent camping site.  The truck designated for the Overnight staff is kept at the site for emergency transport back to the infirmary if necessary.  The lifeguard/leader on the canoe trip also has a walkie-talkie and can call for the chase boat in an emergency.


Trip and Travel Camps:  Cycling Camp:  Travel together single file with physician and tour leader traveling the line.  They have cell phones to communicate with the sag wagon in case of emergency.



Sports Camp: Camp Director and Medical Director on the charter bus.  Cell phone used to communicate with Executive Director who is in the chase vehicle.



For both Trip & Travel camps, the Camp Director in consultation with the Medical Director makes all emergency calls and handles dealing with the media.

III
COMMUNICATION WITH PARENTS:


All parents and guardians are required to supply an emergency contact other than the home number.  We also ask for cell phone or pager numbers but will not take a pager number as an emergency number.  It is the policy of FCCYD that there must be one person that the parent designates for us to contact in case of emergency even if this is out-of-state (i.e. grandparent, aunt/uncle).  That way a family member will be informed of any emergencies.  Last question asked on Intake Form at time of registration is “How can we contact parent/guardian”.


Calls regarding injuries, accidents or illness are made by the physician to the parent.  Calls regarding behavioral problems are made by the psychology staff or camp director.
