GETTING CAMP READY FOR ACA
SOME THINGS TO REMEMBER

1.  ALL Cleaning products, insecticides/bug killers must be removed from all place that campers may be. This includes the bathhouses, the cabins, the bathrooms in the cabins, the front porch of the infirm, the front room of the infirm and infirm bathrooms and in the communal washing machine area and kitchen and pantry.   If asked, we say that the counselors need to ask the nurses or Gary for cleaning products.  Only camp personnel like Gary or YMCA people handle insecticides.

2.  Make sure all used red bags and red boxes are stored in the back room (laundry room) of the infirmary to which only medical personnel have access.

3.  Gary should post in the infirmary the chart which shows the shut off for power (it is in the ACA book).  Also posted should be the phone numbers of the local hospitals.

4.  Gary’s truck should be parked next to the infirmary as the Emergency vehicle.  All others need to be parked in lot including cook’s and rec staff vehicles.  They should not be parked near Beck Building either.  

5.  Mark one golf cart for Gary, one for medical and the rest should be parked in an area NOT near the infirmary.  Per ACA – no vehicle can go over 10 miles/hour and no one in the back – rec staff that means you.

6.  Test fire alarms and refrigerator logs.
