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Behavior Management at FCCYD is handed first at the cabin level with the campers and the co-counselors.  All counselors are orientated in strategies of positive reinforcement, setting expectations, personal safety and respecting others.  If a camper is constantly or severely misbehaving the counselors are instructed to seek help from senor staff members quickly.  At each session there is a psychology staff that intervenes in behavioral issues.  If the negative behaviors persist, the Camp Director becomes involved with the situation.  The camper, counselors, psych staff and the Director can agree on a behavior plan and/or behavior contract.  Unsuccessful adherence to a contract or extreme behavior may result in the camper being sent home.  This is a decision made by the Camp director and the Medical director with senior staff input.
