FLORIDA DIABETES CAMP

Florida Camp for Children and Youth with Diabetes, Inc. (FCCYD or Florida Diabetes Camp) is a not for profit organization incorporated in the state of Florida in 1970 and governed by a volunteer Board of Directors. 

FCCYD owns no campsite.  FCCYD rents campsites for both its summer camp sessions and its Weekend Programs during the non-summer months.  Per discussion with Suzanne Gagan in the spring of 2001, accreditation will be based on 1) site visit to YMCA Camp Winona where our largest summer sessions are held.  Camp Winona is an ACA Accredited Camp. 2) documentation for sessions at Rotary’s Camp Florida in Brandon will be presented “as if the site were being accredited” 3) Weekend Camp in spring held at Camp Crystal Lake in Keystone Heights, an ACA Accredited Camp (documentation attached). 4) Trip and Travel camps for high school campers presented as in previous years.  

Per discussion with Suzanne and National ACA, the above documentation will serve as a basis for accreditation for all FCCYD programs.  As the only residential camp in the state serving children with diabetes and their families, FCCYD is often asked by pediatric endocrinologists, local diabetes groups etc. to host camping programs around the state in order to make the program more accessible to this special population.  The standards and policies practiced by FCCYD as presented in August 2001 are the standards and practices used no matter the location or date.
